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PRESSURE WASHER
SAFETY RULES

1. Before use, check that the unit and
operating equipment are in perfect
condition and are safe to operate. Do not
use the unit if it is not in perfect condition.

2. This product must be grounded. If it
should malfunction or breakdown,
grounding provides a path of least
resistance for electric current to reduce
the risk of electric shock.

3. Do not modify the plug provided with the
product - if it will not fit the outlet, have
a proper outlet installed by a qualified
electrician. Do not use any type of adapter
with this product.

4. Do not direct the jet against yourself or
others in order to clean clothes or
footwear.

5. The appropriate safety regulations must be
observed when using the unit in dangerous
areas (e.g. petrol stations). It is forbidden
to operate the unit in potentially explosive
locations.

6. The unit must be placed on a solid base.

7. Only use detergents recommended
by the manufacturer and comply
with the application, disposal and
warning instructions of the detergent
manufacturers.

8. All current-conducting components in the
working area must be protected against
splashed water.

9. The gun trigger must not be jammed in
position “ON" during operation.

10. Wear suitable protective clothing to
protect against splashing from some
parts. Do not use the appliance within
the range of persons unless they also
wear protective clothing.

11. Vehicle tyres/tyre valves may only
be cleaned from a minimum distance
of 30 cm, otherwise the vehicle tyre/
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tyre valve could be damaged by the
high-pressure jet. The first indication

of this is a discoloration of the tyre.
Damaged vehicle tyres/tyre valves can be
extremely dangerous.

12. Materials containing ashestos and other
materials which contain substances
which are hazardous to your health must
not be sprayed.

13. Detergents must not be used undiluted.
The products are safe to use as they
contain no acids, alkalis or substances
which are detrimental to the
environment. We recommend that the
detergents are kept out of the reach of
children. If detergent comes into contact
with the eyes, wash immediately with
plenty of water and if swallowed contact
a doctor immediately.

USING THE MACHINE

Tool Preparation

- After unpacking the machine, check the package contents. If the handle with the coil
mounted on it is not installed, assemble it with 2 screws to the machine body
- Connect the high pressure hose to the gun

Connecting the high pressure hose to the outlet fitting of the washer

- Insert the connector of the high-pressure hose into the inlet fitting of the gun

- Release the latch to fix the hose connector

- Check the strength of the connection by trying to pull the hose connector out of the fitting
- Connect the high pressure hose to the outlet fitting of the washer

- Insert the connector of the high pressure hose into the outlet fitting

- Connect the hose connector to the connecting element

Installing/removing the extension nozzle and spray nozzle on the gun

- Insert the extension nozzle into the gun and fix it by turning it around its axis

- Align the protrusion on the spray nozzle with the groove in the end of the nozzle

- Install the shank of the nozzle into the extension nozzle until it locks (click)

- Check the strength of the connection by attempting to remove the nozzle from the
extension cord

(To remove the nozzle: press the locking button and remove the nozzle)

Connecting the water supply hose to the inlet fitting of the machine

- Remove the plastic plug and install the connector with the filter to the inlet fitting

- Install the hose adapter onto the adapter of the water supply end tap
(Hose and adapters are not included in the delivery set)

- Open the water tap to force air out of the hose

- Turn off the water supply

- Connect the quick-release adapter to the hose

- Turn on the water supply and check the connections for leaks

- Trigger the gun to release air from the water supply system

- Lock the trigger by moving the key to the “lock” position

- Connect the washer to the power supply and set the switch to position “I

- Unlock the trigger of the gun and start working

Setting the spray nozzle

- By rotating the nozzle head around its axis, the output stream is adjusted from
concentrated to spray position



WORKING WITH DETERGENT

(Only use detergent specified by the manufacturer and follow dilution recommendations)

- Dilute the detergent with water in the auxiliary container in the proportion required for
processing

- Remove the tank cap with the foaming nozzle

- Fill the tank with diluted detergent and close with tank cap

- Connect the tank to the gun

- After finishing, disconnect from the gun and clean the detergent tank with clean water

WORKING WITH THE MACHINE

- Connect the electrical cord to the electrical outlet and turn the switch to position “I"
- unlock the gun, press and point the gun/foam nozzle at the object

TURNING OFF THE MACHINE

- Turn the switch to position “0"

- Disconnect the cord from the electrical outlet

- Turn off the water supply

- Press the gun trigger 2-3 times to release pressure from the hose
- Disconnect the water supply hose

- Lock the gun

CUATION

- Ensure the washer is on level ground.

- DO NOT overreach with the high pressure hose or move the pressure washer by
pulling the hose, this could cause the machine to become unstable and fall over.

- DO NOT kick or drive a motor vehicle over the high pressure hose.

- DO NOT expose the high-pressure hose to sharp edges or corners.

- NEVER use the roto nozzle to clean motor vehicles.

- Operating with detergents. Unsuitable detergents may damage the unit and the
object being cleaned.

- Some painted or treated surfaces may be susceptible to damage from high
pressure washer.

- When cleaning vehicles, always check with the vehicles’ user manual or
maker whether the surfaces are suitable for pressure washing or if there any
restrictions apply.

- Never position the nozzle nearer than 30cm to the area being cleaned (do test on
a small area before starting).

- Always keep the jet moving over the surface. Do not leave the jet on the same
position for a prolonged period as this could cause damage to the surface.

- Never disconnect the high pressure hose until the system pressure has dropped.




MAINTENANCE AND INSPECTION

Remove plug from the power supply and disconnect from water supply.

1. Regularly check for obvious defects such as loose fixings, and worn or damaged components.

2. Check the covers and guards are undamaged and correctly fitted. Carry out necessary
maintenance or repairs before using.

3. Never use the pressure washer without the strainer or a damaged strainer.

3. To move the machine, use the top handle and roll the machine on the wheels.

4 To transport the washer up or down or over obstacles, it must be lifted by the top handle.

5. If the washer is to be stored or transported horizontally, the detergent tank should be drained
first.

6. Clean the exterior of the machine thoroughly using a soft brush or cloth. DO NOT use water,
solvents or polishes. Remove all debris, especially from the ventilation slots.

7. Regularly clean the nozzle to ensure efficient running of the washer. The nozzle must be cleaned
at regular intervals with using the nozzle cleaner pin as provided.

8. Pressure washer will eventually require servicing or replacement of parts because of wear from
normal use.

9. To ensure appropriate replacement parts will be used, service and repairs shall be performed by
authorized service center.

TIPS FOR EXTENDING THE LIFE OF YOUR
PRESSURE WASHER

1. Never operate machine without water.

2. Pressure washer is not meant to pump hot water. Never connect to hot water supply this will
significantly reduce life of the pump.

3. Using detergent other than those formulated for pressure washers may cause damage to pump
components (o-rings,etc.). This also applies to chemicals such as bleach, dish soap, etc.

4, Never operate unit for more than one minute without spraying water. Resulting heat buildup will
damage pump.
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
